The Thomas Stayner Award recognizes an individual of strong community spirit; a person who also has made 
a difference in Stayner and the lives of its citizens. Candidates for this award must live in Stayner. Thomas 
Stayner was the deputy-postmaster general of Canada from 1848 to 1849 and the man this town was named 
after in 1864. His son, Sutherland Stayner, was a local land baron. Thomas also helped build one of the town's 
first churces, Anglican Church of the Good Shepherd, by donating $200.
